Released
theatrically in the U.S. by Roadside Attractions and Red Envelope Entertainment, the film is from
the up and coming comic masterminds Jay & Mark Duplass, in their feature debut. Since the
film's successful run, the Duplass brothers have signed a deal with Universal based producers
Mary Parent and Scott Stuber for a script the brothers will write with the intention of directing.
